o Grad School still searching for Kathy Marcinko’s replacement. First person offered
the position turned down position.

e Faculty Senate update (Brody)



o Considering recommendations for faculty affairs committee. Made recommendations
to changes to sabbatical review process. Senate currently in process of reviewing
those changes and will be voting on recommendations to provost next week.

o Senate also in process of finalizing faculty responsibilities. Including proposal
requiring faculty to be in their office for 3 hours per 3 credit class taught

o Meeting with BOR 2 weeks ago to discuss cost of living, faculty morale, mental
health. General agreement of awkward position of cost of living and hiring and
faculty mental health.

= BORis aware and in agreement that these topics are important and require
further discussion.

o Brody reelected senate chair for next year.

o Judgein county agreed there is standing to sue legislature and governor regarding
guns, critical race theory, trans students, voting. Guns not allowed on campus.

Old Business
e Age of courses

o Revised proposal

= Age cannot exceed 6 years for Certificates, Masters

= Doctoral 7 years

= Current policy is doctorate age of courses can be 10 years

= Motivated by currency in field and time to completion

o Questions

* How will students be reminded or informed of how many years they have
left?> Who will be responsible for knowing those deadlines?

» |sitclearly listed if a student takes a leave of absence so it does not count
towards their total time to degree?

o Wittie shared proposal with College of Engineering and received significant push
back on doctoral aged courses time (7 years proposed) and that the clock did not
reset with enroute masters.

* Concern for students needing more time to complete PhD

* Engineering time to completion median is 5.25 years for PhD students

e Possible to get an extension from 7 to 8 years or more with more
documentation

* Faculty are supportive of reducing time to degree, but current policy does
not seem it would work for Engineering

o (Cansome of these issues with time to degree completion and leave of absence
be resolved with the appeal language?

» Suggestions to give students degree timelines right away and add
exceptions for en-route masters, online masters, and students working in
the field

o Current discussion tabled but separate meeting to be held with Ogilvie,
Livingston, Wittie, Cerretti
