Logic Model: Project Title
--Your Logic model is basically a visual "if – then" statement.
--Logic Models are usually one page only, but may be several pages if necessary. (Check the solicitation guidelines for page limits for Logic Models.)
--Be brief but thorough. Bulleted statements are fine, though full sentences are best in the Assumptions and Factors sections.
--Your Logic Model must align with your Evaluation Plan, and both must align with your Project Design.
Purpose: One or two brief sentences on the purpose of the proposed project/program/study.
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Assumptions Assumptions (aka: Problem Statement)
This section describes the problem to be addressed by the project (i.e., the reason why you are requesting funding). In this section, also state your assumptions concerning the "how and why" your proposed project design are appropriate for the both the target community and the larger community.

Factors This section describes resources and/or barriers which may support or limit the effectiveness of the project (e.g., funding (or the lack of), resources (or the lack of), partnerships/collaborations, geographic or transportation barriers, etc.).
